P. 81 (Diagnosis)

Small or medium-sized dark-colored flies. Compound eyes bare usually, male eyes separate by rather narrow frons. Face yellow with a shiny black median vitta or face brown-black completely. Basoflagellomere large with thick or sometimes thin stick-like three-segmented arista that located apically. Mesonotum and scutellum shining black, covered with short hairs; posterior margin of scutellum with thin setae. Anterior anepisternum at anterior spiracle bare; metasternum bare. Cell r1 open. Abdomen weakly elongated, equal to the width of mesonotum.

7 (8) Arista very thick (Fig. 2, 4). Body length 4.0–6.0 mm ... P. tricincta Meigen, 1822

7 (8) Arista thin (Fig. 3, 2). Body length 6.0 mm ... P. conjungens Enderlein, 1937

P. 83/84 (Description of P. persiana)

5. Pelecocera persiana S. Kuznetzov, sp. n., female (see Fig. 1).
Female. Frons black with weak greyish tomentum. Face brownish to brown, intensively greyish tomentose. Female both frons and face width at antennae base level more than eye width at the same level 2,75 times (Fig. 1, 3). Facial knob wide and flat (Fig. 1, 1). Genae broad with white hairs. Frons convex, without transverse depression (Fig. 1, 1). Antennae black, basoflagellomere brownish-yellowish in the lower half. Arista pale brownish to brown, it length is more than basoflagellomere length 1.7 times (Fig. 1, 2). Ocellar triangle weakly convex. Eyes bare. Postpronotum brownish to brown. Mesonotum shining black with bronze tint. Mesonotum laterally and all thoracic lateral sclerites with dense gray dusting. Metasternum bare. Mesonotum and scutellum pale whitish haired. Wing uniformly weakly darkish, brownish-yellow basally.
Cell sc transparent, darkish in base only. Legs brownish-black. All femora brownish-yellow in apical part, mid and hind femora brownish-yellow basally. Fore and mid tibiae yellow with brown middle ring, width of the ring less than half of tibia lenght. Hind tibiae expand in apical part. Legs pale haired. Tarsi pale-brownish-brown, mid basitarsus without black spinules ventrally. All abdomen brownish-black without yellow spots or bands, weak lustrous, greyish tomentose.
Body length 6.2 mm. Wing length 4.9 mm.

Diagnosis. The described species by external morphology features close to P. latifrons Lw. Different from the last species by convex frons with a width of 2.75 times the eye width at antennae base level; also basoflagellomere without apical process and arista elongated and not thikened (Fig. 1, 2).
