GRETIA is pleased to announce the release of the ninth issue in its series, Invertébrés Armoricains. This issue is devoted entirely to the theme Hoverflies of Sarthe - ethology, ecology, distribution and larval development, by Cyril DUSSAIX.


From more than twenty years of study of the hoverflies of the Département of Sarthe, in their natural environment and also through rearing them, plus many years of information exchange with European specialists, the author gives us a wealth of data. His research has been focussed on a part of France whose syrphid fauna is relatively well known, and he includes an updated species list for North-West France. The comments on ethology, ecology and larval development (which include accounts of rearing four species for the first time), brought together with the regional species list, make this book one which cannot be ignored, either by confirmed syrphidologists or those interested more generally in France and its fauna.
The scientific character of this book should not repel the curious who want to know more about these easily observed and yet generally unknown flies. Turning its pages, the reader’s curiosity will be nourished by discovering the varied lives of these insects. To someone who reads this book, and to whom hoverflies were previously familiar yet unregarded insects, they will never be the same again.
